The glebal water crisis

One billion people do not have an-access to safe and
affordable drinking water

Each year about 4 million people die of waterborne
diseases, including 2 million children who die of diarrhoea.

More than 800 million people, 15% of the world population
IS malnourished, due in part to insufficient water for crops.

Stockholm Environment Institute has estimated that the
proportion of

water stress will increase fromapproximately 34% in 1994
to 63% in 2025, including large areas of Africa, Asia, and
Latin America.

Drinking water situation In
Bangladesh

A Before prediction of arsenic contamination Govt
claimed 97% coverage which declined down to
45% In 2004

A The gradual success made by Bangladesh in the
provision of basic water supply servicesto its
rural population has earned plaudits. In terms of
a service level defined as percentage of
population living within 150 meters of a tube -
well, the present rural water supply coverage is
16%( 1) though 1t 1 ncre
