Three ways in which persons are 

trafficked from Bangladesh: 1) he/she 

is sold by a family member, friend or 

neighbor; 2) he/she is tricked into 

going to another country with the 

promise of a job or a marriage 

proposal; or 3) he/she is kidnapped
